As we approach the start of the new academic year, I am writing to give you some key information for the start of term 
and the year ahead.  
  
Start of Term Arrangements  
The first day back for students is Wednesday 4th September. We will have a staggered start to the school day as 
follows:  

• Year 7, 10 and 11 to arrive by 8:35am  

• Year 8 and 9 to arrive by 9:30am  
  
Uniform and Equipment: Being Ready to Learn in September  
Please ensure that your child comes prepared each day with their full equipment and school uniform. This includes a 
school bag and the following:   
  

1. Pencil case which includes pens, pencils, a ruler, calculator, eraser and sharpener  
2. Full school uniform – Blazer, shirt, tie, tailored trousers/knee length skirt/shorts, black socks and shoes  
3. Full PE Kit  
4. IS book and knowledge organiser (KS3) and revision guides (KS4) – These will be handed out at the 
start of term  
5. Personal reading book – Students can borrow a book from our school library  

  
All piercings must be removed for PE lessons, so please refrain from new piercings if they cannot remove them in 
time for the start of term. We also expect students to arrive with natural hair colours, as would be expected of someone 
working in a formal workplace environment.
