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Reminder: School Uniform Expectations

Our updated school uniform policy can be found here and clearly outlines our expectations around uniform, hair
colour, jewellery and make up. Please do spend a moment reading this to ensure that your child arrives meeting
these expectations on the first day back.

You will be aware that all piercings must be removed for PE lessons. Please ensure that any new ear/nose
piercings are done at the very start of the school holiday to allow plenty of time to heal. The only piercings
we allow are as follows:

e A pair of small sleepers or stud earrings (one in each ear) in the ear lobe only.

e A small, plain silver, gold or clear plastic nose stud.

Please also note:

e Students are required to wear school shoes and black socks (trainers are not acceptable)

We continue to work closely with students and families to ensure that all students arrive in the correct uniform,
including providing a uniform store full of freshly laundered or new items of clothing for students who need to
borrow an item of uniform for the day.
